CONTEST RULES

COMPACT AND FULL SIZE COMBINES

1. Contest is limited to the first 25 entries.  Contestants must be 18 years of age or older.  ID required

2. The first 10 entries will be entered for free if entry is received before July 15th.  A $100 entry fee will be charged after July 15th.

3. Contestant will be required to sign a disclaimer releasing the Keith County Ag Society from any liability due to injury.

4. A limit of 5 persons on any Pit Crew.  Wrist bands will be provided and must be worn by Pit Crew

5. Drivers must wear both an approved restraint as well as approved helmet and eye protection.

6. Machines must be on the grounds for inspection by 3:00 pm the day of the competition.  All safety measures will be checked at that time.

7. All entries must be removed no later than 9:00 am the day after competition.  Machines not removed will be hauled at contestant’s expense.

8. Adequate fire extinguisher must be mounted and readily available to the drivers and securely attached to the machine.

9. A fire on machine will disqualify that entrant at the discretion of the judges.

10. NO DIRECT HITS TO THE DRIVERS CAGE WILL BE ALLOWED.  NO OPPOSITE END HITS.  

11. Additional safety rules may be imposed by the Keith County Ag Society or their appointed judges as deemed necessary before and during the event.

12. A 2 minute time limit will be enforced for a restarting of an entry or for competitive contact with another entry.  Hits must be aggressive.  Simple contract will constitute combat.  Sandbagging will not be tolerated.

13. No drinking of alcoholic beverages on the track or pit area.  Any operator deemed to be under the influence of alcohol or drugs of any kind will be disqualified from the competition.  NO EXCEPTIONS!
